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Here we are on the last week of 2009.  We have celebrated many things, many truths, many 
events as we traveled through the past twelve months.  The last Sunday of 2009 brings to our 
attention the picture of the Holy Family. It serves as a reminder of the important truth of that 
simple prayer: 
 
 “Father, help us to live as the holy family, united in respect and love”. 
 
The respect and love that is required in family life, of course, begins with the union of 
husband and wife and what they mean to each other, even before any child comes along to 
complete this picture.  
 
We can’t forget, however, that family life is a bit incomplete unless we take into consideration 
the part of a child.  That’s what the Christmas Eve and Sunday after Christmas gospels bring 
into the picture. 
 
God’s will for most of us today is not some esoteric calling.   
 
 It’s not primarily doing something dangerous or difficult.  
 
 It’s not primarily volunteering to work in a social program. 
 
 It’s not primarily serving as a lector or usher for the church family. 
  
Primarily, it is being a good father, good mother, good husband, good wife, good son or a 
good daughter.  This is the primary calling for most of us in the church.  These texts bring us 
back to the heart of where true holiness lies.  It lies in imitation of the Holy Family, in being 
the kind of father Joseph was, in being the kind of mother Mary was, and in being the kind of 
son or daughter that Jesus was.  May God give us all the strength to carry out this calling.

 2. A congregation may choose to recognize a same sex couple in a   
     lifelong relationship in their community;   

 3. Someone in a same sex monogamous life long relationship can be 
     rostered to serve a congregation as pastor; and  

 4.  A call committee, congregation, and synod, because of conscience, 
      may choose not to recognize same sex unions or have pastors in a 
      same sex monogamous life long relationship.  �
