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Advent prepares us for Christ’s birth; Lent prepares us for the glorious act of Christ’s 
resurrection. Churches have special services during the weeks of Lent, but it’s what 
each of us does regarding our spiritual life that makes Lent most meaningful.  
 
Lent is a good time to read, study and inwardly digest the four gospels.  The word 
gospel means “good news.”  
 
A college student decided to work his way through Matthew, Mark, Luke and John 
for his Lenten devotional time. Soon he was fascinated by the stories, such as the 
Pharisees and Sadducees trying to trap Jesus in debate. The brilliant Jesus handled 
every occasion with wisdom, leaving the authorities dumbfounded.  
 
During his devotional time, the student was filled with laughter and amazement at the 
brilliant son of God, who was only in his 30s. Get to know the good news, and you’ll 
understand the young man’s amazement.

In 
France as well as New Orleans the 
day became known as Mardi Gras 
(from the French for “Fat Tuesday”).  
The day is associated with foods 
such as pancakes and potato 
doughnuts.  When Lent was kept by 
abstinence from meat and by fasting, 
certain foods were not allowed even 
to be kept in the home.  It was the 
custom to use up all the butter, milk, 
eggs, and fats before Ash 
Wednesday.  The doughnuts that 
were made were known as 
Fastnachts, which is German for 
“eve of the fast.”
