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 The official beginning of spring this year is March 20th.  That day  
 signals  the turning of the northern hemisphere more and more 
 toward the sun.   Many of us will welcome warm weather and the 
 return of flowers, green grass and leaves on the trees.  The word 
 Lent means “Spring”. 

 
Each year the season of Lent invites us to return to the Lord, and the mercy and 
forgiveness offered to us.  Isaiah uses the language of hunger and thirst to signify that 
only God can satisfy our deepest longings.  Our response is to seek the Lord, and to 
call upon God whose ways and thoughts are higher than our own.  The parable of the 
fig tree portrays God as an ever-patient gardener, willing to let the earth be turned and 
fertilized, allowing more and more people to bear the fruits of repentance.   
 
Repentance means to turn around and begin again.  In baptism God forgives our sin 
and welcomes us to a life of service and faithfulness.  As we are both saint and sinner 
at the same time, we continue to return to our baptism throughout our lives, 
confessing our sin and rejoicing in God’s mercy.  Baptism is nothing less than a 
lifelong process of conversion, a continual turning toward the source of healing and 
grace.  As Paul reminds us, God is faithful and will not let us be tested beyond our 
strength.  
 
As we repent, we turn our back upon sin and evil, hate and injustice, and like young 
tender shoots on a tree, we turn our faces toward the light of God’s love.  Our 
repentance will bear fruit in lives of faithful service as we turn toward others with 
compassion and mercy.
