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Below is an interview with the Wilke Family abobeir new Habitat For Humanity Home:

Q: How long has the whole process taken?
We applied in November 2007 and were acceptedninalg 2008.

Q: How have you each helped with your house?
We volunteer on Saturdays and Jeff helps duringviek; although we drive past most every day.

Q: How many hours did you have to put in on other buses for your sweat equity? What kind of work didyou do?
Our Towns Habitat requires that a family like owith two adults complete 150 hours of sweat eqoityther people's
houses before starting our own. We have surpdkatdumber, currently we have around 350 hourspéeted. HIPs
(Homeowners In Process) are required to take 8 baimer classes to learn home and finance skillsedlsas some life
skills. Most of our hours were spent on the cartdion site, although some HIPs earn their houteeaReStore in
Cornelius.

Q: What kind of input did you have for your house?

All Habitat houses have certain things: a coverdchace, a paved driveway, central heat and aiogwimors, laminate
countertops, 2 phone and cable jacks. Housesidetermined by family size. Our family with twdudts and three children
gives us a house with 3 bedrooms and 2 baths, sippately 1150sq. ft. The blueprint for our housasvdetermined by the
size and shape of the lot. Homeowners are giveresiptions to choose from concerning the look efftbuse. Exterior
choices include siding color, porch column shapagew and door type, and several other detailgerior choices consist of
the colors of the floor, tile, countertops, andioats. All Habitat houses have EnergyStar appéarand surpass advanced
energy requirements for new houses in this area.

Q: When will the dedication be?

Our dedication will be after we receive a certifecaf occupancy and meet with the lawyer to si¢ithal necessary
paperwork. Habitat for Humanity is a "hand up" adtandout. Habitat homeowners have all the sasponsibilities as any
other homeowner. Dedications are always on Suaftaynoons. We hope it is in May. We invite ey at St. Marks to
attend. It will be our first chance to entertairour new house!

Q: When will you get to move in?
We formally receive our key and make our first gage payment at our dedication.

Q: What was the hardest part? Easiest part?

Definitely, the hardest part was waiting. We haaviit nearly a year to get a lot in Mooresville.

The easiest part is telling others about Habise feel truly blessed to be sponsored by our chuwigk feel that when
something great happens to you it's always maderbehen it's shared with others.

Q: Did you stay excited through the whole process?

Yes, we have remained exited this whole time. Ty sound silly, but there are so many things rpesple take for
granted that our children have never had in theindy, stuff like a dishwasher, a thermostat, a delbrbr insulated walls.
Kyle and Bret are really excited about having ligvitches for the first time. The excitement mausicontagious, we hear
from people all the time how they are excited fer u
