The Greek letters for the 
word “fish” (ichthus) were the first letters of the Greek words “Jesus Christ, God’s 
Son, Savior.” 
 
The fish is also a symbol for baptism.  The early church saw the newly baptized as 
little fish who followed Christ.   
 
Jesus broke bread and ate fish with his disciples following the resurrection.  We 
gather each Sunday to share a meal with the risen Christ.  In the midst of life’s 
challenges and disappointments, our hearts are given the peace that only God can 
give.  From the table we are sent forth to be witnesses of all we have seen and heard.  
Christ is present in all our meals, and breathes new life into all that it means to be 
human.

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It’s time to start preparations for our annual Nantahala 
Rafting Trip. This year, the rafting trip will be Saturday, 
August 15th. You can do it as a day trip or spend the 
weekend.

arrhyneiii@gmail.com . Keep in mind that rafters have to be at least 7 years old 
or 60 pounds and that the price will be about $25.00 per person. Money is due 
at reservation time but refunds for cancellations can be made until very close to 
the rafting date. I would like to make initial reservations about mid-May 
(though we generally can add people later). If you would like to check out some 
pictures of past trips, go to the Photo Gallery on www.saintmarkslutheran.com. 
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To get to Angola Prison go to the town of St. Francisville, LA and turn on to Highway 66 N. then drive twenty miles 
until the road ends.  This is the location of Louisiana State Penitentiary, the maximum security prison known as Angola 
or simply “The Farm.”  Fifty-three hundred inmates are housed on its 18,000 acres.  One-half of the men are convicted 
murderers.  The average sentence is eighty-eight years; ninety percent of inmates will die there.  During my trip to 
Angola, an inmate named Larry was released - he died of a heart attack. 
 

On Thursday, the Warden Burl Cain came to the job site where we were building a chapel with Samaritan’s Purse and 
invited us to the graveside funeral service.  The prison buries inmates if the family cannot afford to do so or if no one 
claims the body. The warden insists that burials at Angola are done respectfully.  A tall thin inmate in a full tuxedo 
steers a black hearse drawn by two white Percheron horses that carries the body to its final resting place followed by a 
short Christian service.  At 1:00 that afternoon, we were escorted to a small park a short distance from the prison 
cemetery. 
 

While waiting for Larry’s body to arrive from the hospital chapel, I met Herb.  Herb was a friendly guy who was very 
likable.  He wore a baseball cap, white t-shirt, jeans, and work boots.   “I am the black sheep in my family;” he began “I 
am the only one who is incarcerated.  I killed a child molester. I know I shouldn’t have done it, but….”  He has been at 
Angola for 19 years.  Early in his journey through the Louisiana penal system, he accepted Jesus Christ as his savior.  
He said that when he was on the street he thought that Christianity was a sign of weakness and would have no part of it.  
“Today [knowing God]” he said “I am the happiest I have ever been in my life.”  Herb greets fellow inmates with a 
warm greeting and a handshake.  He shares his faith openly with friends including non-believers who think he is out of 
his mind. 
 

The ambulance arrived accompanied by a group of inmate pallbearers dressed in state issued jeans and t-shirts.  They 
moved the coffin from the ambulance to the hearse and walked behind it to the cemetery singing “Amazing Grace.”  
Coffins are made on the grounds by inmates; a simple birch design adorned only by a simple cross on the lid.  (In fact, 
the design so impressed Billy Graham that he purchased two Angola built coffins for himself and his wife Ruth).  The 
tombstones are simple stone crosses spaced evenly in straight rows inscribed on each is a name, a prisoner identification 
number, a date of birth, and a date of death.  Many men who are buried there died young.  Lung cancer is common 
among inmates who smoke unfiltered, hand rolled cigarettes.  There are no cancer survivors at Angola.  The terminally 
ill are moved to a hospice ward where they complete their prison sentences surrounded by other sick dying men, 
volunteers, and spiritual advisors. 
 

Graveside, an inmate chaplain presided over a short service.  Scripture was read.  Prayers were given.  The body was 
lowered.  No family attended.  Was Larry forgotten outside the double fenced walls and barbed wire of Angola?  Are 
there sins too large to be forgiven? 
 

Burl Cain runs his prison by offering 
hope through moral rehabilitation; the 
hope that an inmate can make a better 
life for himself at Angola and the hope 
that he will one day find freedom in 
Heaven.  Carved in the stone beside 
the front gate is Philippians 3:13 
“Forgetting those things which are 
behind and reaching forward to those 
things which are ahead…” 
 

I would like to thank Dan English for 
giving me the opportunity to visit 
Angola Prison.  I will long remember 
my eye-opening trip.
