The Senior LYNC 2009 Mission Trip to Myrtle Beach encompassed many forms of ministry.  Our group of 22 
youth and 6 adult chaperones arrived at the Myrtle Beach Christian Retreat on Sunday, August 26th.  Sunday 
evening and Monday morning were spent enjoying fellowship among our group at the beach, on the basketball 
court, at the pool or just hanging out listening to music. 
 
On Monday evening, we visited Street Reach Soup Kitchen where we led a worship service and served the 
spaghetti meal. Just over 170 homeless men, women and teens were served.  Our spaghetti plate goal was only 
150, but because of your donations, we left enough for the soup kitchen to serve lunch again the following 
day!  Here is what some of our young people said about Street Reach: “We liked talking with the people, 
hearing their stories, and realizing that they were very much like us, but that maybe they were at the wrong 
place at the wrong time and their lives changed,” stated Carlye Enroth and Catherine Tyree. Leading worship 
was very meaningful to David “Alex” Wagoner. “One man was moved to tears as he joined in singing with us. 
Afterwards, he came up to me and said, thank you and God bless you,” stated David. Alison McLean stated 
that someone said to her, “Usually we are ready for worship to be over so we can eat, but we wanted you all to 
keep going!” 
 
On Tuesday, we assembled the 100 outreach bags for Project Lighthouse.  We divided up and canvassed the 
streets and park areas of Myrtle Beach, handing out the bags and informing people about a community-wide 
cookout to be held on Wednesday, with which we were also involved.  Not only did we make our goal of 100 
outreach bags, but we had money left over which we used to help supply additional food for the cookout!  
There had been 175 men, women, teens and children expected, but over 300 showed up!  About the cookout, 
Adam Dumonceau said, “I loved being able to play my guitar on the spur of the moment and sing songs on the 
sidewalk with the people at the cookout.”  Molly Markley liked sharing her faith with all those we met and 
hearing them tell her about their faith too.  Alison McLean used her bilingual skills to speak to one man at the 
cookout.  She states, “He told me three Bible stories that I've known growing up. But to hear them again, in 
another language, and to see the passion he had when he told them, just really hit me. It was an amazing thing 
to experience.” The event was covered by the local media in Myrtle Beach.  Go to 
www.saintmarkslutheran.com and follow the link to read the article! 
  
On Wednesday evening, we attended Praise and Worship at Risen Christ Lutheran in North Myrtle Beach.  
The Pastor was expecting us and made us feel welcome.  His message was on Jesus’ miracle with the five 
loaves and two fishes. It spoke right to us!  
 
 Each morning and evening of our trip, we enjoyed devotion and reflection time which also brought the 
opportunity for us to bond as a group. “The hug circle on the beach was my favorite part!” said Grace LaDuke. 
  
And as quickly as we had arrived, it was time to return home.  But we returned with much more than we had 
taken with us.  We have newly formed bonds and friendships, we have an appreciation for faith in suffering, 
and we have a humble awareness of God’s many blessings. We look forward to continued mission in our local 
church and community too. We have asked to be scheduled at the Mooresville Soup Kitchen so we can serve a 
meal and lead worship there soon! 
 
Thank you again to St. Mark’s for the generous support of this ministry of Senior LYNCs!  You will never 
truly know the lives (even in just in our group of 28 people) it has changed! 
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“I knew before we went that our youth would gain a great deal from their 
involvement with the homeless and run- away teens.  I was looking forward to 
seeing their faces light up when helping others and seeing the “light bulbs” go off 
as they recognized how blessed they were to have family and friends that 
supported them every day and so deeply.  I was not expecting the emotional 
connection to the folks that we worked with.  I have been on another mission trip 
which was great, however this trip seemed to allow the kids to spend time with 
folks in need and hear their stories.  It gave our youth a realistic view of life and 
diminished the assumptions that everyone can be a strong productive citizen in 
society their entire life.  Many of the stories related to folks working their way out 
of a life of alcohol and substance abuse, and seeing our kids truly care about 
them was very emotional for me. Also surprising to our teenagers (and to me) was 
many of these people have college educations and have had successful careers 
and just one thing may have gone wrong and landed them into a life of 
homelessness.  I walk to the bus stop every afternoon in uptown Charlotte and 
pass a “free meal” line once a week.  I don’t see people homeless anymore, I see 
people who are in need of others to help them improve their lives.   As an adult my 
outlook on homeless folks has changed drastically after this mission trip.  
 

The Wednesday cookout at Project Lighthouse, the teenage runaway shelter, 
brought many of the same folks back out to talk with our kids again.  It was 
evident some of the teenage homeless kids were elated with having all these new 
friends.  At Project Lighthouse, we also met the grandparents of a girl (high 
school graduate in 2010) that disappeared from Myrtle Beach in April of this year 
and many of our youth were inspired by their determination and strong faith of 
finding their granddaughter safe.  
 

The time for our youth to bond was mostly scheduled at the beginning of the trip.  
This brought advantages because everyone was still fairly rested and could enjoy 
each other’s company.  I think they gained more from this than they realized, once 
the work started there was a connection of everyone pitching in and helping. “

As a first-time chaperone, I was 
able to see first-hand how a 
mission trip benefits our children. 
Aside f rom the missions 
t h e m s e l v e s ,  ( b u t  d o n ’ t 
underestimate the effect that they 
have on the kids), I saw teens 
make connections with each 
other that they would not EVER 
make in any other scenario. I saw 
teens reach deep inside 
themselves and really take a hard 
look at what they found, both 
strengths and weaknesses – 
learning about themselves and 
each other. And the best part 
about this was that this occurs 
with the love and safety within the 
fellowship of Jesus Christ. Our 
kids really have few chances 
anywhere else to see that it is OK 
and ‘cool’ to have and share the 
love of Jesus. Like all teens, ours 
need the mutual support offered 
in this Christian fellowship, and 
the annual mission trip is one part 
of that mutual support.  Also, 
where better to have a chance to 
see and to actively put God’s love 
in action than through these 
mission trips?! We tell our kids 
about how rewarding it is to do 
good and help our fellow man. 
But until you actually DO these 
things, like on the mission trips, 
you really don’t understand the 
depths of that reward. The annual 
mission trip is a way to remind 
ourselves of our responsibilities 
to our fellow man and how the joy 
of Christ’s love feels in our hearts 
as we join together to help. These 
mission trips are also an 
opportunity to teach some other 
‘life lessons’. For example, on this 
past trip, we learned that not 
everyone will be willing to accept 
help – you can’t ‘win’ with 
everyone. The lesson was, with 
the help of Christ, do the best you 
can, and then keep going. I hope 
and believe that all of the teens 
on our mission trips are buoyed 
by and feel Christ’s love through 
each other and through these 
good works that they do.

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Health Note:  America is fascinated with potatoes.  We serve them boiled, baked, stuffed, mashed, and 
fried. However, a healthy diet limits the white potato because it is starchy and raises blood sugars for those 
who are pre-diabetic and diabetic.   
 

Sweet potatoes are a great alternative! Serve them baked, mashed, wedged and even fried. Cooked the same 
as the white potato, sweet potatoes are packed with vitamins and have a low glycemic index (do not raise blood sugar as 
fast and as long). 
 

Enjoy this new recipe:  Sweet Potato Wedges 
  1 lb.     sweet potatoes, peeled  2 tsp    olive oil 
  ¼ tsp   light salt     ¼ tsp   cinnamon 
  1/8 tsp cloves      1/8 tsp pepper 
 

Preheat oven to 425°. Cut sweet potatoes in half lengthwise; cut each half lengthwise into 6 wedges. Combine sweet 
potatoes, oil and remaining ingredients in a bowl; toss gently to coat. Place wedges in a single layer on a baking sheet. 
Bake 25 minutes or until very tender. Yield: 4 servings 
Nutrition per serving: 107 calories; 3g fat; 1g protein; 20 g carbohydrate; 3 g dietary fiber; 0 g cholesterol; 144 g 
sodium.
