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The Finance Committee met on October 14th and Church Council 
met on October 19th to discuss and finalize the proposed 2010 
Church Budget.  This year, like the past couple, has been 
difficult. We as a community and nation are in the most difficult 
economic times of our lives.  The primary topic of discussion 
was how to do as much of God’s work as possible while 

watching expenditures to ensure our financial stability.  Our goal was to 
propose a budget that will keep spending in line with anticipated giving for 
2010. 
 

The other topic of discussion was our mission support to Synod.  As you may 
be aware, there is some controversy over the ELCA’s approved social 
statement on human sexuality, specifically allowing practicing homosexuals 
to hold pastoral positions within the church.  Our goal is to promote unity and 
facilitate maintaining our ministry and church family here at St. Mark’s.  
 

We as a Council feel it is our duty to provide the church with a budget and 
plan that will be manageable and will ensure that we grow and support God’s 
work.  Through much thought, deliberation and prayer we proposed a “Two 
Envelope” system for Congregational Giving.  You will receive your normal 
weekly envelopes that are used for your “Regular Offering” which will go to 
support St. Mark’s local ministry and operating budget as outlined in our 
church budget.  In addition, you will receive 12 Envelopes designated as NC 
Synod Envelopes that the church will simply forward to the NC Synod.  This 
will give each church member the opportunity to contribute to the Synod at 
their discretion. 
 

This proposed budget will be discussed at the Question & Answer Session on 
November 1st in the FLC at 9:40 a.m..  This topic will be discussed over the 
next few weeks before the congregational vote on November 22nd, please pray 
for our church and our ministry as we move forward.
