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New Year’s Resolutions – everyone makes them, but few come to fruition.  For years, I made the same resolution to lose 
weight.  Each year, I failed to keep the resolution.  Why?  Probably because I didn’ t really put any effort into making it 
happen.  Just thinking about losing weight and saying I was going to lose weight was supposed to be enough.  Then I 
would watch my diet for a week or two and get discouraged when I hadn’ t miraculously lost 20 lbs.  My efforts were 
minimal and short lived.  No wonder nothing happened. 
 
Last year at this time, I made the same resolution to lose weight.  By mid-January I had already lost what little 
momentum I had and was back to my old eating habits.  In April, my husband was told he needed to go on a diet due to 
high sugar and high cholesterol.  This was my chance!  I concentrated on eating healthy foods, cooking in a healthy 
manner and drastically limited the amount of sweets in my daily diet.  After a month, I still hadn’ t lost any weight, but I 
didn’ t allow myself to get discouraged.  I was doing this for my husband’s health, which seemed to motivate me more 
than anything before.  After two months, I had only lost 5 lbs, but I still stuck with it.  By the third month, the weight 
loss was becoming evident and I had to get some new clothes!  Six months later, I had dropped several dress sizes and 
lost a total of 35 lbs.  I had finally put enough effort into a diet to see results. 
 
I daresay I’ ve done the same with my involvement at church.  For years I went to church on Sunday and went about my 
business during the week.  I had young children to raise, a full-time job, a marriage that was falling apart at the seams 
and a brother who was terminally ill.  I didn’ t have time for church other than an hour or so on Sunday mornings.   
When I moved from Connecticut to Charlotte, my list of excuses grew even longer.   Then I moved to Mooresville, but I 
still had the excuse of commuting to Charlotte and I just didn’ t have time to get involved. 
 
Well, once I took a job locally in town, that excuse melted into thin air.  So I decided it was time to do something.  I met 
with Pastor Johnny and asked him where the church needed help.  I finally said “Yes”  when I was invited to a WELCA 
Circle Meeting.  I started to put more effort into my church life, and I’ve never looked back.  And no matter how much I 
put into church, I am rewarded ten-fold every time. 
 
The 40 Days of Purpose Campaign really made this point come to life for me.  When I put just a little bit of myself into 
church, that’s all I got back.  When I put a little more of myself into my church life, I got more back.  The more involved 
I became, the more I reaped in benefits.  And I can’ t tell you how much being part of a small group, the WELCA 
Circles, has done for me.  The care and concern that has been shown to me is incredible.   I don’ t know what I would do 
without it.  I don’ t think I could survive now without my church family. 
 
So go ahead and make a New Year’s Resolution to get more involved in our church family.  Join a small group and get 
connected.  Attend a Sunday School Class or a Circle Meeting.  Come to a committee meeting – Evangelism, Christian 
Education, Worship & Music.  Everyone has talents and gifts to share.  Try out more than one if that’s what it takes to 
find where you’ re most comfortable.  It’ s like a lamp that is sitting there unplugged.  If it’s not plugged in, how can it 
fulfill its purpose and give light?  It can’ t.  But once the lamp is plugged into an electrical socket, it works! 
 
This past year I was concerned enough about my husband’s physical health to finally lose weight.  It was concern with 
my spiritual health that finally got me plugged into St. Mark’s.  My prayer is that each of you will make a New Year’s 
Resolution to make your spiritual health a priority in the coming year.   Then make some changes and see what happens.
