
 

 

This Sunday, January 6th, is the Epiphany.  I would like to share an article from my files 
that was in the 1984 “ Fortress”  weekly church bulletin.  It gives a wonderful description 
of this most important celebration of the church.  
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As far back as A.D. 200, Clement of Alexandria wrote about celebrating the Festival of the 
Epiphany; and by the fourth century, it came to be regarded in the Eastern Church as one 
of the three great festivals of the Church Year.  Christmas, interestingly enough, was not 
one of the other two—they were Easter and Pentecost.  In our day, when Christmas has 
become the most celebrated day of the year, it is difficult to imagine making such a fuss 
about this festival day which is called The Epiphany.  
 
And yet, Epiphany is our day.  We are Gentiles, and Epiphany is the day when, 
traditionally, the Wise Men (who represented the Gentiles of the world) came to 
Bethlehem to worship the infant King.  It is also our day in another important way.  
Christmas, Easter and Pentecost are those special occasions when God Does His thing.  
The Incarnation, the Resurrection, and the coming of the Holy Spirit are God’s mighty acts 
for us in Christ.  
 
But until we respond, until we make our decision, all that He has done so gloriously does 
us no good.  Epiphany is that day when we make our first move, when we come in heart 
and mind to Bethlehem in order to worship the God made flesh.  Christmas is the 
announcement  of the angels; Epiphany is our acknowledgment.  Christmas is the giving of 
the gift; Epiphany is its opening.  It is our appropriation of God’s gracious present, His 
love for us in the Babe of Bethlehem.   
 
Perhaps, in the rush of this Christmas season, we have not given much thought about 
opening God’s best.  Maybe we wanted to save the best for the last and have been counting 
the days until today—the Epiphany of our Lord, our day!  We come at last to the cradle 
and, in the wake of the angels and shepherds, we fall to our knees in silent wonder at that 
which has come to us.  It is the manifestation of our God made flesh.  It is the Day of 
Epiphany.  Open—and enjoy! �

 �        Throughout this season of giving, we’ve had many opportunities to reflect on the great lessons about giving that 
 we’ve learned over the years. These lessons we deem so important that we do our best to pass them on to our         
 children. All of these lessons are embodied in Habitat for Humanity and our local Our Towns HTH chapter. 

  �        It is better to give than to receive teaches us about the joy of giving.  Everyone who has worked on a Habitat Build 
 will tell you that, when they give the free gift of their time and effort, they get so much joy in return. There is the 
 joy of teamwork and fellowship with a right spirit. There is the joy of learning something new and of seeing your
 self and others grow in unexpected directions. There is joy in doing good, honest, hard work and seeing that work, 
 combined with the work of your brothers and sisters in Christ, magnified into something great. Of course, there is 
 the joy of serving as the Spirit guides us. 

�        Another lesson is that a gift freely given is untainted by expecting something in return. No one expects a donation 
 to Habitat to reap a reward. No one on a Habitat Build expects the team to show up the next weekend to work on 
 their own home. But, I want to be clear that we get so much in return. Habitat builds stronger families. Habitat 
 builds stable and safe neighborhoods. Habitat builds a better community. Habitat builds the Kingdom of God. 

�          Another great lesson is the story of the Widow’s Mite. Habitat is one of the largest home builders in the world and 
 they do everything one dollar at a time and one nail at a time. They truly value every little gift of time, effort and 
 treasure. You get a real sense of that on their worksite. Yet, they also emphasize that a job well done glorifies 
 God’s work. They do not cut one corner anywhere. They understand that everything good happens in due time. 

�          From the story of the Widow’s Mite, we understand that God can magnify the smallest gift into something          
 miraculous. Habitat has complete faith that God will magnify each gift they receive into something much greater 
 than we can imagine. They know that they build much more than houses. This is one of the greatest lessons that 
 will  bless us as we tackle this project together. 

�        Our Towns Habitat chapter really likes to see the St. Mark’s team show up at a site. They know they’ ll get good 
 work done with a right spirit and that we get a lot accomplished. They have full faith in what we can accomplish. 
 Our Habitat team has felt the Spirit asking us to step up. We feel that He’s calling us to sponsor a Habitat House in 
 2008. So, I pray that each of you will pray for the success of this goal. 

�        Another season of celebration has just started for St. Mark’s and will continue throughout 2008 – the celebration of 
 our 100th year. We were blessed with a miraculous gift in this church. Our Habitat team feels like there is no better 
 way to honor those who have gone before us than with a gift freely given to the community they helped build. We 
 have full faith that this effort will be a blessing for our community and for our community in Christ here at St. 
 Mark’s. 

�        Our next step will be to put together a steering committee that will get to work right away. I’m asking that you pray 
 about getting involved with that work. My New Year’s prayer is that everyone will get involved in some way with 
 our St. Mark’s Habitat House.  

�        This project will truly be a bipartisan effort. There will be something you can do whether you are old or young; 
 handy or all thumbs; a Republican or a Democrat; Tar Heel or, even, a Wolfpacker. You can be a Builder…you can 
 be a Giver…or, if you truly embrace bipartisanship, we’ ll gladly let you be a Builder and a Giver!
