On December 8, 1907, The Rev. Jacob L. Morgan, Missionary Pastor of the
Evangelical Lutheran Synod of North Carolina, held his first service looking toward
the organization of a Lutheran Church in Mooresville. The service was held in the
Associate Reformed Presbyterian Church, then on North Main Street in Mooresville,
where services were held thereafter by Missionary Morgan each second and fifth
Sundays until October 24, 1908. Following that they were held every two weeks until
the building for St. Mark’s was completed. On October 24, 1909, Missionary Morgan
moved to Mooresville to serve the Mooresville-Landis Parish with services aternating
between Trinity, Landis and St. Mark’s, Mooresville.
