Remember Blondin who
pushed the wheel barrow across the falls, and then asked a believer to get in the
wheelbarrow? Our behavior shows if wereally believe.

My early columns
were about the events and projects of the women. Over the years, the focus of
my column has changed. It isno longer smply away to report on our doings,
but away to comment on our lives. That iswhy | am choosing to rename my
column to better reflect its renewed focus.

It'salook at life from...

| received a letter from my cousin Tracy in Maine this week and in it she
wrote “This is a note to tell you how much | admire your ability to so fully
support your son John despite what | suspect would be your choices for him.
It amazes me that you have never had a non-positive expression of frustration
or fear — though they must haunt you. | really respect that. It's something |
aspireto.” Tracy’swords enticed me. Just how do you support a decision that
you redlly don't agree with? How do you tolerate a decision you don't like,
never mind support it?

For those of you who don’t know, last year at this time my son John was
preparing to graduate from Mooresville High School. Despite having spent
four years in the NJROTC Program holding two leadership positions his
senior year, John kept assuring me that he had no plans to join the military.
We were finalizing college plans when John turned eighteen and enlisted in
the US Air Force the following week. | felt like he had driven a big, sharp
stake right through the middle of my heart. What mother in her right mind
would willingly support her son enlisting in the military when we are a nation
at war?

But the damage was done. Once John signed the Enlistment Oath, the deal
was literally signed, sedled and delivered. And once his enlistment was a
done deal, what choices did | have? | could ignore it. We dl know that old
trick — ignore it long enough and it will just go away! Or | could rant and
rave, realy make my displeasure apparent. But what did that ever get you
besides a sore throat, hurt feelings and a lot of adrenaline all dressed up with
nowhere to go? Or maybe, just maybe, | could accept John's decision with
grace and dignity. How would | accomplish this? By falling back on two
principles | learned many years ago in a 12-Step Program.

Back in the late 1980’ s when my boys were toddlers, their father, my husband
at the time, was a mortgage banker that became addicted to cocaine eight
years into our marriage. Our family stayed together for over three more years
battling this disease with him, in and out of rehabs, countless hours at
Narcotics-Anonymous meetings for him and Nar-Anon meetings for myself
and the boys. During this time, | learned two concepts that sustain me
whenever I'min need of help. Thefirst is acliché that many of you can recite
- “God grant me the courage to change the things that | can, the serenity to
accept the things that | cannot change, and the wisdom to know the
difference.” The second concept is “Let go and let God.” They go hand in
hand, each perfectly complimenting each other.

Thefirst trick isto recognize when you cannot change something. | could no more undo John’s signature on
his Enlistment Oath than | could stop my first husband’'s drug use. Ask yourself the simple question “Can | do anything
to changethis?’ If the answer isno, thenit'stimeto “Let go and let God.”

My cousin is mistaken. My frustrations and fears don’t haunt me. It's not that | don’t have fears and frustrations, | do.
But they don’t haunt me because I’ ve given them to God. And all the more when John switched from the Air Force to
the Army while he was waiting to leave for Boot Camp in order to go in on the Buddy System with hisfriend, Brian. At
least in the Air Force John would have had a slim to none chance of deploying to an area of conflict. In the Army as an
attack helicopter mechanic, it’s pretty much another one of those done deals | talked about earlier. Can | changeit? No.
So why waste my time and energy worrying about it, or complaining about it, or wishing | could wake up and it would
all have been a dream?

Honestly, I’ ve tried them al and none of them work as well as giving it to God in prayer. Through prayer, | can reved
my deepest fears, my seemingly fathomless heartache, and God never fails to respond with His boundless love and
comfort. Through prayer, | can unload all my baggage into God's hands for He is far better equipped to handle things
than | am. Once | give it to God, whatever “it” may be, | can accept and yes, support, anything thrown in my path with
grace knowing that my peace of mind is heaven-sent.
