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Shortly after a business executive retired, someone asked
him what had been the secret of his success. He chuckled
softly, and then said that it could be summarized in three
words: “... and then some.”

He explained that he had learned early in his career that
the top peoplein any group were those who did what was
expected of them ... and then some.

Such people worked diligently, efficiently, faithfully ...
and then some. They were thoughtful and kind to others
... and then some. They were reliable friends who could
be counted on ... and then some. If an emergency came,
they tried to do their share to deal with it ... and then
some. In short, they were more than ordinary people,
they tried to be extraordinary.

That is precisely what Jesus expected and still expects of
his followers. When he was teaching his friends about
loving and serving others (see Matthew 5:43-48), he
included these words, “What more are you doing than
others?’ (v. 47, NRSV).

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This is 4th of July week. Originally conceived, Independence Day was a day of national
celebration to remember the signing of the Declaration of Independence on 4 July 1776. It
has dso traditionally been celebrated as a day to recall to memory the principles for which
our nation was founded. The Fourth of July has also become a needed oasisin the midst of
along hot and usudly dry stretch of calendar between Memoria Day and Labor Day. The
Fourth is often a day of picnics, family reunions, and firecrackers. It is usually one of the
hottest days of the year and many of our friends and relatives ill tell their old worn-out
stories about how they did this or that and, by the way, much better than anyone else! We
call this bragging or boasting. It seems when people get together, they love to top each
others stories.

In our second lesson for this coming Sunday St. Paul boasts to the people of Corinth:
I know a person in Christ who fourteen years ago was caught up to the third heaven--whether in the
body or out of the body I do not know; God knows. *And | know that such a person--whether in the
body or out of the body | do not know; God knows-- “was caught up into Paradise and heard things
that are not to be told, that no mortal is permitted to repeat. *On behalf of such a one | will boast,
but on my own behalf | will not boast, except of my weaknesses. ®But if | wish to boast, | will not be
a fool, for | will be speaking the truth. But | refrain from it, so that no one may think better of me
than what is seen in me or heard from me, ‘even considering the exceptional character of the
revelations. Therefore, to keep me from being too elated, a thorn was given me in the flesh, a
messenger of Satan to torment me, to keep me from being too elated. ®Three times | appealed to the
Lord about this, that it would leave me, °but he said to me, "My grace is sufficient for you, for power
is made perfect in weakness." So, | will boast all the more gladly of my weaknesses, so that the
power of Christ may dwell in me. ‘°Therefore | am content with weaknesses, insults, hardships,
persecutions, and calamities for the sake of Christ; for whenever | am weak, then | am strong.

2 Corinthians 12:2-10

A person, and especialy an apostle, who says something like this “So, | will boast al the
more gladly of my weaknesses, so that the power of Christ may dwell in me,” is someone
who really and deeply believesin the power of God.

For the believer, then, Paul is an inspiration. Our greatness is merely a reflection of the
greatness of God.

What is the crucial difference between our everyday, run-of-the-mill bragging and holy-
bragging. In holy-bragging we lift up the name of Christ for the betterment of the world
that God came to create and to redeem. We are to be vessels for the message of God in
Christ. God can and does use us to execute his purposes in the

world. If we are open to his calling, he will give us the needed

power for any task. Be in church on Sunday to refill your

spiritua tank.
