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The Women of the ELCA met at Lenoir-Rhyne College on June 15-17, 2007 for the 20th 
Annual Gathering of the North Carolina Synodical Women’s Organization (NC SWO).  I 
attended this year along with Susie Bailey and St. Mark’s delegate, Skye Durant.  A total of 
265 attended the gathering ~ 103 delegates, 121 visitors, 8 guests, 1 clergy, 4 NC SWO 
Officers, 7 NC SWO Board Members, 1 CWO Rep, 6 Young Women Guests (ages 16-35 
yrs) and 14 Tweens (ages 11-15 yrs).  In celebration of our 20th Anniversary, there was a 
display of all twenty gathering banners lining the auditorium where our business sessions 
were held.  We were especially blessed to have all except one of our past Presidents in 
attendance, each of whom spoke at our Birthday Dinner on Saturday evening. 

 

The Women of the ELCA were very generous with their offerings at the 20th Annual Gathering!  As is our tradition, 
we collected personal care items and cleaning supplies for Lutheran Family Services (LFS) as our In Kind Offering.  
Total value of those items collected was $8530.  A total of $1414 in monetary donations for LFS was also collected.  
Our total general offerings during the weekend was $5521 ~ half of which will go to Grace Lutheran Church in Long 
Beach MS towards the rebuilding efforts after Hurricane Katrina; the other half will go to NC SWO general budget 
to support the on-going programs of the Women of the ELCA.  All together, our total offering was a whopping 
$15,465!  
 

Our 2007 theme was “Act Boldly ~ Affirm, Care, Tell!”  and our gathering logo was our WELCA symbol (the cross, 
water & white lily) surrounded by entwining circles of our annual theme (Affirm, Care, Tell) and bordered by our 
triennial theme (ACT BOLDLY).  The Women of the ELCA continue to be called to ACT BOLDLY in response to 
God’s love for us by affirming one another, by caring for one another, and by telling others the age-old stories of 
faith and hope and the Good News of God’s love in our lives.  Our 2007 gathering verse was Hebrews 4:16 “ Let us 
therefore approach the throne of grace with boldness, so that we may receive mercy and find grace in time of need.”  
 

Our Churchwide Women’s Organization (CWO) Representative this year was Susan Humphrey of Joy Lutheran 
Church in Tulsa, Oklahoma.  Susan’s Awareness Session was entitled “Bold Lutheran Chicks”  and explored how we 
have been called by God to be leaders, mentors, advocates and disciples.  Our gathering chaplain was Rev. Pam 
Isley, who serves as the Interim Pastor at The Arbor in Lexington and Assisting Pastor at St. James in Concord.  Rev. 
Isley also lead our Sunday Worship Service in Bishop Bolick’s absence.    
 

Elections were held for NC SWO Vice President, Secretary and four Board Members.  Our new Vice President is 
Kelly Ellis from Ascension in Wilson (Northern Coastal) and our new Secretary is Kianna Sinz from Kimball in 
Kannapolis (Cabarrus-Stanley).  The four Boards Members elected are Susan Harris from Salem in Lincolnton 
(Southwestern), Christine Simmons Price from St. Paul’s in Startown (Catawba), Gail Starr from Abiding Savior in 
Durham (Triangle) and Kathy Wallace from St. Andrew’s in Hickory (Catawba).  Judy Gainey from Ebenezer in 
China Grove (Rowan) was elected to fill a one year vacancy.  We also elected seven 2008 Triennial Delegates that 
will travel to Salt Lake City, Utah next July to represent our synod along with our NC SWO President. 
 

Our keynote speaker was Cathy Wilson from Grace Lutheran Church in Long Beach, Mississippi.  Or should I say, 
what’s left of Grace Lutheran Church.  Cathy and her family lived through Hurricane Katrina.  Post Katrina, a 
whopping 35% of Grace Lutheran’s congregation was homeless.   Cathy captivated us with her keynote address 
“Katrina and After… Where Was God?”  and as she spoke, we quickly came to understand why her favorite billboard 
erected after the hurricane reads “Katrina was big BUT GOD IS BIGGER”.   Grace Lutheran Church was reduced to 
a concrete slab thanks to Katrina; one half of our Gathering Offerings will go to Cathy’s church towards their 
rebuilding efforts. 

            
Joy Cook reported on the The Big Quilt In ~ this past year 70 quilts have been completed for Lutheran World Relief 
(LWR) and fabric has been donated to make another 100 quilts.  At last year’s NC SWO Gathering we completed 25 
quilts during the course of the weekend.

We will spend 4 days 
working with LDR in the continuing rebuilding of this area.  We will be returning to Mooresville on Saturday, October 
13.  We presently have 2 missionaries signed up and are seeking 5 or 6 more.

Mission Jamaica (March 1-8, 2008)
