
 

 

“Slightly Used” 
 

On a blustery March morning in a small town in Piedmont, 
North Carolina, people gather for Sunday Worship.  With about 
1000 baptized members, the congregation is similar to the community it serves, with an even 
mix of young, mature and senior members.  The congregation is small enough to know some 
by name and large enough to always be welcoming someone new.  
 

Setting into a front pew is a senior couple with the grandsons they are raising.  At the back of 
the assembly is a young family, new members, a mother, father, their 3 year old toddler and 
his infant sister, who was baptized just the week before.  A single mom and her teenage 
daughter are chatting with a retired widower, whose children left the next years ago.  A 
brother and sister play a rhyming game while their parents talk to friends about the upcoming 
adult forum.  A typical Sunday morning for this Lutheran church?  Not really.  Because 
today, is Bible Sunday, and this year it’s different. 
 

Recently the ELCA Church wide Assembly adopted “Book of Faith: Lutherans Read the 
Bible Initiative.”  The vision of the five year initiative is:  “That the whole church become 
more fluent in the first language of faith, the language of Scripture, in order that we may live 
our calling as a people renewed, enlivened and empowered by the word.” 
 

One idea that has been suggested is:  “Never give a child a NEW Bible!  Instead, take that 
Bible and pass it around to family members, parents and grandparents, and have it marked up 
with favorite Bible passages.” 
 

A mother watches her child eagerly turn the pages of his Bible in search of the brightly 
colored highlights she made for him.  She remembers the cross bookmark a member of her 
home congregation crocheted for her when she was a child.  It now marks the page where her 
confirmation verse can be found. 
 

A teenaged girl laughingly points to the passage she was allowed to pick out for her little 
sister from Leviticus 3:  “All fat is the Lord’s.” 
 

A woman tells her granddaughter about the beautiful white Bible she received the day she 
was confirmed, April 6, 1952.  She remembers the date because it is stamped in gold leaf on 
the back cover of the now well-worn book she still uses in her daily devotions.  “I want her 
to read the passages that have touched me from the Gospels of Mark and John,” says the 
grandmother.  “perhaps one day she too will give her grandchildren special Bibles with her 
favorite passages marked and tell them of the bible their grand grandmother marked for her.  
She may even share the verses I picked out, and they will know a little something about me.

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I recently had the opportunity to serve our Lord and our fellow brothers and 
sisters in Cedar Rapids, Iowa.  The mission trip started on July 7 and was 
completed on the return to Mooresville on July 20. 
 
As you are aware torrential rain had resulted in massive flooding in Iowa and 
many other Midwestern states, causing rivers to swell their banks.  Levies, 
bridges and dams had been pushed beyond their capacity as water crested sev-
eral feet above flood stage in some areas.  This was the case in Cedar Rapids.  
The Cedar Rapids River had risen way beyond its banks and severely flooded 
the complete downtown area and numerous neighborhoods in the city on June 
11-13.  There were numerous estimations about the number of people affected 
but I believe that close too 36,000 people were displaced from their homes by 
the flood.  Many of these people will never be able to return to these homes. 
 
I was both humbled and honored to represent St Mark’s in working with Sa-
maritan’s Purse in helping to clean out these homes.  It is very physical clean-
ing the mud, black mold, furniture, trash, etc. out of the basements and strip-
ping the walls, appliances and belongings out of the main floors of homes.  
We were also able to spend quite a bit of time with the home owners who 
have lost most of their worldly possessions.  Most of them had such great atti-
tudes and were amazed that people from all over the U.S.A. and Canada were 
there to help.  We simply let them know that we are called to serve our fellow 
man by the Great Commandment (Matt. 22:37-39) and to spread the Word of 
Christ by the Great Commission (Matt 28:19-20).  We were there to glorify 
our Lord and be the hands and feet of Jesus in helping them recover. 
 
We had no television or internet and never saw a daily newspaper.  We had 
devotions in the mornings and evenings and had hours of fun fellowshipping 
with each other and the residents of Cedar Rapids.  We slept on air mattresses 
and ate way too much! 
 
Not everyone is able to go on a mission trips due to family, health and job 
restraints, but there are opportunities to reach out to our fellow man all the 
time.  Whether we serve in Mississippi, Louisiana, Texas, Jamaica, Iowa, 
Kure Beach, with our youth missions, the Mooresville Soup Kitchen, Moores-
ville Christian Mission, Habitat for Humanity, the opportunities are there.  No 
Experience is needed, just a willing heart.

Children should meet in the Family 
Life Center. 
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School-age children and some younger ones will show at least some interest in participating in the worship service.  If 
they don’t seem interested, it is best that you allow them to go to the nursery for a few weeks, and try again later. It is 
often surprising how much difference a little added maturity can make.  When your child is interested and seems ready 
to participate, you can help them through the example of your own active participation, and by helping them throughout 
the service.  Here are some things to do: 
 

�  Let the child hold the worship book, even if it is upside down! 
�  Let them help you find the hymns and mark the pages  (even though many churches, as do we, have bulletins that   
 have most or all of the elements of worship printed, encourage your child to use the book) 
�  When you see an “Amen” coming up, let them know ahead of time so they can say it with the congregation, or 
 chime in a little late, just so they get to say it! 
�  Teach them the brief liturgical responses such as “Hear our prayer” or “Lord, have mercy” 
�  Whisper the refrain of a hymn to them ahead of time and let them know when it is about to be sung. 
�  If your child is familiar with Bible stories, call it to his/her attention when a familiar story is part of the Scripture 
 reading or sermon. 
�  As is promised in Baptism, teach your child the Lord’s Prayer so he/she can join in during the service. 
�  Let the child place his/her and/or the family offering into the offering plate. 
�  Take your child to the altar to receive a blessing during Communion. Respond to that blessing with an “Amen” to 
 show your child that you are paying attention to what is happening. 
�  Be sure to greet children and allow them to be active participants in the sharing of the peace. 
 
Engaging children in what is happening in worship can often times eliminate some behavior problems by holding the 
child’s attention and, most importantly, it begins the teaching process of the importance and reverence of worship.  If

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In December, 1946, the congregation accepted a 
proposal from Mr. C. Eratus Barger to match all money 
raised by the congregation in a special fund raising 
effort for the Educational Building.  In this manner the 
sum of $12,000 was secured bringing the total to 
approximately $18,000 as of January, 1947.  At a 
congregational meeting held May 2, 1948, 
recommendation of the Church Council to begin 
construction at once was approved.  Motions relating to 

disposal of old buildings, and letting of contracts were also approved.  
General contract was awarded to Barger Construction Company of 
Mooresville for $41,000, plumbing and heating to J.R. Ham & Sons, for 
$7,650.  Electrical work apparently was included in these figures, and was 
done by George Stevens Company.   
 
Laying of the corner stone to the Educational Building was held at 4 p.m., 
June 27, 1948, with the service in charge of the Rev. Leroy Blackwelder, 
pastor.  Greetings were extended by Dr. J.L. Morgan, President Emeritus of 
The Synod, Dr. Voight Cromer, President of Synod, former Pastor Charles 
Phillips, Methodist Pastor Harold Robinson, representing the Ministerial 
Association of Mooresville, and Mr. E.H. Miller representing the Associate 
Reformed Presbyterian Church in which St. Mark’s was organized.  In a 
metal box in the corner stone were placed a Bible, Luther’s Small Catechism 
with explanation by Joseph Stump; copies of Sunday School Lesson Books 
from the Adult, Young People, and Primary Departments; a sketch of the 
building project; and a list of Church Councilmen and other officers.
