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Autism is the fastest growing developmental disability in the United States.  One in 150 children are diagnosed with 
autism.  That is sixty-seven every day or one every twenty minutes.  More children will receive a diagnosis of autism 
this year than with AIDS, diabetes and cancer combined.  The cost is extraordinary- over $90 billion annually, an 
amount that is expected to at least double over the next ten years. 
 

There is no medical detection or cure. 
 

In February 2001, Patty and I received the news: our youngest son Ryan is autistic.  The news was devastating.  
Questions filled our heads.  Will he ever talk?  How will he go to school?  What will his future be?  Can we handle 
this?  A few things seemed certain: no drivers license, no wedding, no independent living.  This was a great weight 
on both of us. 
 

Ryan was not yet 2 years old. 
 

Quickly we came to know the unique child named Ryan. It was not an easy journey. Our life was filled with doctor 
appointments and school meetings, lots of school meetings.  Every day was a challenge. With time, we answered 
some of our old questions and replaced them with new ones.  Will he ever sit still? Why won’ t he stay dressed?  
When will he stop pushing over little kids?  Could he, just once, sit and eat a whole meal?  Does he hear anything 
that we say?  Yet at the end of the day, we came to the same conclusion: Ryan is a blessing. 
 

Autism Speaks is a national organization that is committed to changing the future for all that struggle with autism 
spectrum disorders.  They are dedicated to funding scientific research; to supporting families find answers; and to 
raising public awareness. Autismspeaks.org is a comprehensive web site focused on educating people about autism.

As a young teacher, new to Iredell County, I was assigned to instruct senior 
English classes.  When a star athlete at my school failed to pass my course, I 
was faced with immense administrative and parental pressure to adjust his 
grade. Understanding what I was going through, my then-assistant principal 
counseled me by handing to me a slip of paper on which were typed the words 
from the above Scripture. The words, though simple, helped me to put the grade 
situation into proper perspective and to hold fast to my stance. I honored the 
advice and taped the slip of paper onto my desk, where it remained until I 
retired.  Now on my desk at home, the slip is yellowed from my frequent touch 
as I have sought counsel from the words over the years. 
 
I was reminded of the Scripture again this week when I took a dozen of the 
backpacks donated by you of St. Mark’s to My Sister’s House, a nearby shelter 
for battered women and their children.  I have to admit that I wanted to get the 
delivery over with – the day was hot and I wanted to check the delivery off of 
my “ to do”  list.  After going through all of the security measures to get onto the 
shelter property, I parked near the shelter door, dreading lugging all of the 
heavily stuffed bags into the building.   To my surprise, a stream of young 
children and their mothers poured forth through the shelter doors.  They greeted 
me with big, beautiful smiles and delighted expressions of glee as they began to 
unload the heavy backpacks and supplies.  I was overcome with humility as the 
children handled every backpack with tender care.  It was as if I had brought 
precious gold to the children, who tenderly placed every bag inside and then 
stood in a circle around the donated materials. They seemed delighted, yet 
respectful and so appreciative of their prized supplies.  I cannot help but believe 
that we at St. Mark’s, through our donations, helped in a small way to 
overcome evil with good.  The evils in society and of violence toward the 
women and children at My Sister’s House were overcome by your goodness 
and through your generosity.  
 
WELCA is so appreciative of ALL of the donations to our school supply 
project.  In all we collected 27 backpacks, which we stuffed with age-
appropriate supplies, and two large boxes of extra supplies.  In addition to the 
children at My Sister’s House, recipients were from the Mooresville Graded 
School District, from families from the Soup Kitchen who were in need, and 
from personal referrals.  I can never thank you enough for all of your assistance 
with the collection.
