With that thought in mind, we ask this question: What will you give to God next
year?

Remember the story of the poor widow in the temple who gave her last two coins
for her offering (Luke 21: 1-4)? The widow gave two lepta, the smallest and least
valuable coin in circulation at the time. Many would have considered her
contribution as insignificant or trivial, certainly not worthy of notice. Yet Jesus held
her up as a model of Christian giving.

What did the widow know that we should learn?

First, we can learn about the spirit of giving. The widow gave all that she could with
a willing spirit. It wasn't for appearances’ sake --- many people would have been
embarrassed to be seen giving so little! It was not because she felt under duress to
pay a debt that was owed --- widows were not expected to take of themselves in
Jewish culture. It was simple a response to the love and gratitude she felt for being
one of God’s children.

Secondly, we can learn about sacrificial giving. Other people were giving larger
offerings, but those offerings were given “out of abundance.” Jesus is teaching us
here that the amount of our offering is much less important than the personal cost.
Isn’t a gift given out of sacrifice more meaningful to both the giver and the recipient?

Lastly, the widow’s offering was an exercise in faith. It would have been tempting to
keep her two coins in hopes of amassing some financial security for a rainy day.
But she gave everything she had, trusting in God to provide for her. Think how
much her faith must have grown when her needs were met after that!

Soon you will all receive your Time and Talent sheets and offering commitment
cards for Commitment Sunday, September 21 . This will also be the day for St.
Mark’s Mission Fair. As you plan for your part in St. Mark’s ministry, meditate on the
example of the poor widow. Aspire to make your offering of time, talent, and
financial resources a reflection of your spirit, sacrifice and faith!
