There are many opiniotfirmihe Council and th
congregation on how we should budget. There areyropimions on wher
items should be cut or increased. Many items atebaur control and af
basic requirements for St. Mark’s to operate. Ther€il debated the issu
well into the night until a proposed budget waseated.

In the coming weeks, the budget will get a lot dfemation as th
congregation prepares to vote.
